Fidget Spinners
We are seeing a large amount of fidget spinners at school and in class, and find ourselves asking if
spinner toys are a useful concentration tool or a distraction?

Whilst the intention of the spinners is to keep ‘busy hands’ occupied so
that children can better focus on learning, they are also proving to be a
major distraction for many children. Our teachers have a good idea of
the children that they may benefit but also of the children they distract.

We are not banning fidget spinners at school at this point in time but
we are going to develop guidelines around their use. We encourage
you to please consider the personality of your child before sending a
spinner to school and discuss your reasons with your child’s classroom
teacher.

At this stage if your child does become distracted within the classroom by their fidget spinners and
their learning is disrupted, teachers will confiscate them and return them after school.

Thank you for supporting us while we assess the impact of fidget spinners on student learning in the

classroom.
